Each judge
then independently casts a set of points for the finalists based on their embodiment of the award criteria. The points are
tallied, and the results remain secret until the day of the event. One of the highlights of the Sterling Awards celebration is
the highly anticipated video presentation of each of the finalists, produced by ProOne Media. Sterling Award Sponsors
included SRP, Comerica Bank and the event production sponsor, Merestone.
